YPN Board Meeting, Thursday, January 15, 2008--5:30 p.m.--Grandstaff-Hentgen


Members present were Abby Hoy, Scott Munday, Lindsey Beverly, Megan Steele and Josh Steele. 
Chamber liaisons present were Rachel Cruz and Mark Sapusek.  Northfield High School Key Club Faculty Advisor Christina Sapusek was also in attendance.     
OLD BUSINESS

January’s mixer hosted by the Elks was a success; it was decided that this venue will be used again in the future. 
NEW BUSINESS

Plans were further discussed for the Palascak comedy show.  Due to a conflict in dates, Michael could not make a February 18th show, so the date was moved to Monday, February 23 (Abby will be confirming this date with Wabash Middle School to book the auditorium).  Concessions will be open that night due to events going on in the gymnasium, and the janitorial services will be free since this is a week night.  Rachel confirmed that ‘the paper’ will be printing our tickets (pre-numbered for drawing), and have waived the printing fees and have also donated the paper stock.  Tickets will be $5, and $3 for students; college students MUST show their ID to get tickets for $3.  Tickets will be pre-sold at Gold Level sponsor locations, as well as State Farm Insurance (Brian Mallow) and First Farmers Bank & Trust, who have agreed to be Event Sponsors ($125/ea.).  These Event Sponsors will be given 4 free tickets to the show to give out as they please.  It was decided that Chamber gift certificates would be appropriate prizes for the drawing, in order to keep business local.  Abby will ask Kim to deduct $200 from the YPN account for 4 certificates ($100, $50, 2-$25).  Doors will be open at 6:30 pm, at which time Barely Beating will be playing as the warm-up act.  Spectators will be stamped at the door to prevent people from coming to the show that did not purchase a ticket.  At approximately 7 pm, we will be drawing for door prizes.  Tickets purchased the night of the show will NOT be added to the drawing.  Michael will take the stage at approximately 7:30 pm for a 45 min. – 1 hour show.  
To advertise, flyers will be posted at various locations around town (Family Video, Pizza Hut, CVB, etc.), as well as at each school in the area (Ivy Tech, Heartland Career Center, NHS, WHS, SHS, White’s, Emmanuel Christian, Manchester College, IPFW, etc.).  The Chamber will also be promoting this event in every space possible, and Josh has agreed to talk to Wade Weaver to get a plug on The Current radio show, to aim at a younger audience.  Press releases will be sent to ‘the paper’ and the Plain Dealer as well.  

Gold Level sponsors will be allowed to set up tables in the school lobby; Josh agreed to contact First Merchants about their table.  Sponsors will be responsible for their own table set up and tear down.
As previously reported and unchanged, the proceeds from the event to help cover Mr. Palasak’s travel and lodging expenses, as well as future YPN events.  Barely Beating will be compensated in concession food and possibly a pizza.  This comedy show will take the place of February’s mixer.  We will pick up with our regular mixer schedule in March.  Venues discussed for March’s mixer were Azteca’s, Pizza King and the Kettle.  Being so soon after the Palascak show, it was thought better to have this mixer someplace where underage kids could come, if interested.  Someone will be in contact with Azteca’s and Pizza King to find out if we could have a group event at either restaurant.  The date for March’s mixer has been set for Thursday, March 12 at 5:45 pm.  
The issues of board member term lengths and our privacy policy for member information were tabled.

OTHER BUSINESS
Christina Sapusek, the Faculty Advisor for the Northfield High School Key Club, presented her group’s latest idea of having a Battle of the Bands to raise awareness and funds for sex trafficking sometime in early June.  She explained the Key Club’s research of Rapha House and Children of the Night, organizations that work to combat sex trafficking, and the Club’s desire to have professional, experienced adults help them organize this event.  After some brief discussion, it was decided that this would be a good event for the YPN to be involved in, and could serve as our major event for the 2nd quarter of 2009.  A brainstorming meeting has been setup with the Club and any adults, including members of the YPN, who are interested in helping for Thursday, February 19 at 7 pm.  Christina will provide us with more information as it develops.  Scott agreed to send an invitation to the YPN membership for this meeting.
