YPN Board Meeting, Thursday, May 28, 2009--5:30 p.m.--City Hall

Members present were Abby Hoy, Scott Munday and Lindsey Beverly.  Members absent were Josh Steele and Megan Steele.  Chamber liaisons present were Mark Sapusek and Rachel Cruz.  Northfield Key Club Faculty Advisor Christina Sapusek was also present.
The meeting was called to order by Vice President Scott Munday.

MINUTES OF THE MARCH MEETING 
Minutes of the April 16, 2009 meeting were reviewed.  Lindsey made a motion to approve the minutes as presented.  Abby seconded the motion, and the motion carried.
FINANCIAL REPORTS & SPONSORSHIPS 
Current budget shows a balance of $1,349.96 as of 4/28/09.  Abby made a motion to approve the financial report as presented.  Lindsey seconded the motion, and the motion carried.
OLD BUSINESS
Details of the Chamber’s annual Golf Outing were finalized.  Shifts will be covered as approved at last meeting.  Abby informed the board that the YPN must have a liquor license in order to sell adult beverages at the Outing.  She found a form on the State’s website that grants applicants a 2-year, not-for-profit “volunteer” license for $15.  Payment for license must be made on a business check or money order.  In order for us to operate under our licenses for the Outing on the 3rd, a copy of the check and form can be used as a “receipt” for 30 days until the actual license is received.  It was thought this would be a good idea for all board members to obtain, as it may come in use at future events.  With the Country Club supplying the beverages, all the YPN would need to provide is a table and chairs for our drink station.  Rachel agreed to bring a table, and each board member was encouraged to bring their own chairs.  
Details were further discussed for the YPN Annual Meeting.  Abby presented to the board a budget of 3 potential food caterers for the meeting.  Budget showed Poole’s Meat Market as being the cheapest with an estimated 30 guests attending at $6.35/person.  A luau theme was proposed to go along with this type of food; Abby also informed the board that the Chamber has leftover luau decorations we could use.  Lindsey made a motion to approve the use of Poole’s as caterer for the Annual Meeting and to decorate with a luau theme.  Abby seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

Rachel volunteered to get pricing for several gift ideas for attendees.  A proposed idea was a 6 pack cooler and koozies.  A final decision will be made once prices are gathered.  As the meeting date nears, it was agreed that an Annual Report will needed to be drafted (similar to the Chamber’s) that will include our financials, board member bios, YPN history, etc.  Elections will also be held that night; the board was again reminded to get names in mind for nominations.  Pictures will continue to be taken at mixers/events to include in the PowerPoint presentation for members to view before the business portion of the meeting.  Speaker options were briefly discussed as well; Mark suggested asking Trisha Metzger, Chamber Board President, to speak at our meeting.  She is a young, successful business woman who would make a great example for our YPN membership.  This topic will be discussed at future meetings.
The Key Club MCST event was discussed with the help of Faculty Advisor Christina Sapusek.  Christina had emailed the board the event flyer to post wherever possible.  A slight update needed to be made to an event sponsor; Lindsey agreed to make the change and email the corrected version to the board.  Christina had also emailed a press release which will be sent out by Beth Miller of the Chamber.  On May 18, 2009, Lindsey made a motion via email for the YPN to expend $32.56 for postage to mail the Key Club letters to potential donors for this event.  Josh seconded the motion; motion carried.
A follow-up meeting will be held at 5 pm on Monday, June 1 in the Chamber conference room to finalize details regarding food vendors, advertising, volunteers, etc.  Board members were encouraged to attend.  It was decided that given the short time frame before the event date, t-shirts would not be printed.
The Board meeting picture date will be decided at a future meeting, preferably before the Annual Report is drafted.  We will wait until Megan is available to provide us her schedule at Susan Stewart’s studio.

A sign up sheet was passed around to get volunteers to help at the Wabash Paranormal Investigation and Research Group’s Paranormal Meet & Greet Expo on Saturday, June 6 from 11 am to 4 pm.  We will know exactly what the Group will need help with that day, but several duties mentioned by Jason Schlemmer (group President) were the silent auction booth, raffle ticket sales, food item collection and attendance count.  Abby and YPN member Chasity Milliner signed up for the 11-12:30 time, and Lindsey and Mark signed up for the 12:30-2 shift.  Board members were encouraged to help at any time they can.  Lindsey agreed to email the membership for additional volunteers.
NEW BUSINESS

The May mixer at the Elks was just as successful as our first Elks’ mixer.  $1 beer night was a hit, and the food was plentiful.  Megan was also able to further discuss the YPN’s involvement with the Elks’ Halloween party in October.  Details for this event will be finalized at a later meeting.
The June mixer will be at Ponderosa and will feature a Euchre Tournament as well as Pictionary.  Abby and Rachel agreed to find easels and large pads for the Pictionary game; Lindsey will provide the markers.  Board members were encouraged to bring decks of cards for the Euchre games.  Door prizes will be provided for winners.  Key Club members will be invited to this mixer, as no alcohol will be served.  Drinks will be available after the mixer for YPN members interested in going to the Kettle.  Lindsey volunteered to make table signs informing members of this addition to the evening’s plans.
