YPN Board Meeting, Wednesday, October 21, 2009--5:30 p.m.--City Hall

Members present were Abby Hoy, Scott Munday, Lindsey Beverly, Josh Steele, Megan Steele, Andrea Metcalfe and Dawn Trump.  Chamber liaisons present were Mark Sapusek and Rachel Cruz.  
The meeting was called to order by President Josh Steele.

MINUTES OF THE MARCH MEETING 
Minutes of the September 17, 2009 meeting were reviewed.  Abby made a motion to approve the minutes as presented.  Megan seconded the motion, and the motion carried.
FINANCIAL REPORTS & SPONSORSHIPS 
Current budget shows a balance of $1,240.63 as of 10/21/09.  Lindsey made a motion to approve the financial report as presented.  Scott seconded the motion, and the motion carried.  Visionary Web increased it’s sponsorship by $100 and allotted for donated computer time for our web manager, Scott Munday, to update the YPN website.
OLD BUSINESS
Megan reported items from the last Elks meeting regarding the Halloween Party.  To recap, YPN will be splitting the costs of the supplies to make the jello shots, and, in turn, will equally split the proceeds from shot sales.  Approximately 200 shots will be made by Elks members, and stored at the Lodge.  Proceeds from the 50/50 drawing will also be split equally between the Elks and YPN.  Prizes were discussed for the Costume Contest; Megan has arranged for Goodfellas Pizza to donate a gift certificate, and she will be asking Maxx Tan if they would like to donate as well.  It was thought, since we have money in the budget, that YPN should donate gift cards for the contest to show our support for the event.  Two ideas were presented: purchasing Chamber bucks or Visa gift cards.  Abby will be checking with the Chamber to see if the Elks Lodge is a Chamber member before we make a final decision.  A vote on this topic will be made via email prior to the Halloween Party.  A judge’s panel will be made up of Elks members, and prizes will be given for 1st, 2nd and 3rd places.  Advertising was discussed; the Elks has offered to split the cost of an advertisement before the party next weekend.  There are 20 radio spots open this week with the Oldies station; Megan will check with Wade Weaver to see if we can get them for free.  Megan will also check with Elaine to see if help is needed to set up for the party.  Flyers have been posted around town and an email blast will be sent early next week to invite YPN members to the party.
Details were finalized for the November mixer, which will be held at Aztecaz Mexican restaurant on Thursday, November 12 at 5:45 pm.  Josh will confirm mixer details with Jason Truman, the building owner.  The bar area will be blocked off for YPN members, and appetizers will be provided.  Cards, dominoes and “Mexican” charades will be provided as well.  Mark offered to purchase a piñata for additional entertainment.
NEW BUSINESS

Since this meeting was the first official meeting for the two newly elected board members, Abby made a motion to table officer appointments until the November 19 meeting.  Lindsey seconded the motion, and the motion carried.  

OTHER BUSINESS
Abby brought before the board an opportunity to help Tom & Sarah Cochran, YPN members, who are hosting a Thanksgiving meal at the Bowen Center in late November.  Abby will contact Tom to verify his marketing intentions, as he joined YPN as part of the New Journey Community Church.  It was agreed that if this meal was being served due to a community need rather than an attempt to market the Church that YPN would agree to participate.  Abby will also confirm the date and time of the dinner, and report these items at the next regularly scheduled board meeting.
Lindsey reported that she has been in contact with Donna Bogert of the Youth Service Bureau to offer YPN’s services for any upcoming holiday events YSB may be organizing, such as Operation Elf, Shop with a Cop, or gift wrapping.  Ms. Bogert agreed to contact Lindsey once YSB decides which event they need the most help with.  This event will take the place of a mixer in December.

The Board was asked to begin thinking of ideas for a YPN New Year’s event.  The Elks New Year’s party was mentioned as a co-hosting opportunity, similar to the Elks Halloween Party collaboration; other ideas will be discussed over the next two board meetings.
