YPN Board Meeting, Thursday, February 18, 2010--5:30 p.m.—Chamber Offices

Members present were Abby Hoy, Lindsey Beverly, Josh Steele, Megan Steele, and Scott Munday.  Chamber liaisons present were Mark Sapusek and Rachel Cruz.  
The meeting was called to order by President Megan Steele.

MINUTES OF THE MARCH MEETING 
Minutes of the January 21, 2010 meeting were reviewed.  Lindsey made a motion to approve the minutes as presented.  Megan seconded the motion, and the motion carried.
FINANCIAL REPORTS & SPONSORSHIPS 
Current budget shows a balance of $1,938.62 as of 02/18/10.  Lindsey made a motion to approve the financial report as presented.  Megan seconded the motion, and the motion carried.  Abby updated the Board on sponsorships received.  Quality Electric donated $60, a Silver Level sponsorship.  Also, EDG, the City of Wabash, Wabash County REMC and the Brian Mallow State Farm Agency renewed at the Gold Level.  Beacon Credit Union increased its sponsorship from Bronze to Silver Level this year.  Abby encouraged Board members to continue sponsorship solicitations throughout the year.
Abby also informed the Board that, by working with Michael Mazure, the new store manager of Wal-Mart, she has submitted a community grant on behalf of the YPN to the Wal-Mart Corporate offices for $1,000.  We may not get the full amount, but will expect a donation of any amount up to, but not exceeding, $1,000.  Also, Abby has turned in a W-9 for the YPN to First Merchants bank in order for the company to process a donation.  
OLD BUSINESS
The Board further discussed the upcoming Chamber Expo.  Abby made a motion to allocate up to $100 to purchase decorations for the YPN booth, which will be on the stage in the gymnasium.  Josh seconded the motion, and the motion carried.  Abby and Lindsey volunteered to go shopping 2 weeks prior to the Expo to purchase decorations; they will try to think of games to offer in the limited stage space while shopping for supplies.  Rachel reported that Gretchen at GMS Graphics will donate a 6’ x 2’ banner with the YPN logo for the Expo.  Also on the banner will be the Chamber’s logo, as well as GMS Graphics logo.  Scott will email Gretchen on the font type and color for the logo printing.  Give-aways and games for the Expo were also discussed.  It was thought frisbees would go along with the space odyssey theme; Lindsey volunteered to contact Brett Wynn of Original Promotions to get a quote for 250 frisbees with the YPN logo printed on the fronts.  **VIA EMAIL: quote for 250 frisbees with printed logo = $162 (including discount), APPROVED 2/19/10**  
Also in preparation for the Expo, it was agreed that a new board picture should be taken to further update the YPN brochures that Dawn has been working on.  Megan will contact Susan Stewart at Captured Moments to see if she will donate studio time to take our picture.  **VIA EMAIL: Susan agreed to provide us a group picture and individual head shots free of charge, 2/19/10**
The summer fundraising event was also further discussed.  Megan has been in contact with Michael Palascak; he will need dates & times soon to check his schedule.  Lindsey also volunteered to contact a comedian friend to see if he was interested in joining Palascak for the event to provide multiple acts.  **VIA EMAIL: Lindsey’s friend, Jamison Raymond, verified his interest in participating in this comedy event; only needs confirmation on date, time, place, etc. to check his schedule, 2/24/10**  It was proposed to hire Wade Weaver as DJ in between acts; will check with Dawn at next meeting to see if the live band is still an option also.  Tentative date set for this event is Saturday, July 17th, from 4-10 pm at the Knights of Columbus.  Mark offered to contact KoC to see how much it will cost to rent the space for 6 hours, as well as to run a cash bar.  Another suggestion to provide alcohol was the Brewhouse’s portable keg.  This will be further discussed as the event date nears.  Josh volunteered to look into having sheriff’s deputies run security for this event, as we had for the Kick-Off show last year.  This will be a necessity if alcohol is being served on the premises.  Rachel volunteered to check with Sam at ‘the paper’ for donated ticket printing (again, similar to Kick-Off).  Megan offered to contact Poole’s to check on prices for catering (barbecue pulled pork, picnic side dishes, etc.), as well as Red Barn Concessions       to check availability for an elephant ear stand.  Games were also discussed; to keep with the cook-out theme, it was thought corn hole, horse shoes, and sand volleyball would be appropriate.  Lindsey volunteered to contact Manchester Rental to see if they offer inflatable “bouncy rooms” for the kids.

Scott updated the Board on the March mixer plans.  March’s mixer will be Thursday, March 11 @ 5:30 pm at the Honeywell House for a poetry slam.  Refreshments, including finger foods and drinks, will be provided free of charge to mixer guests.
